The meeting was called to order by President Mark Richardson at 12:39 p.m.  David Bartlett from USBC Headquarters gave a presentation prior to the start of the meeting.  During recess, there will be a time to ask questions if anyone has them before he leaves to go back to Texas.  The Youth Leaders led the delegates in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll call was taken by Jolene Ketelsen.  

Larry Smith made a motion to accept the minutes of the annual meeting held in 2010, seconded by Deb Maack.  Motion carried.  


Mark Richardson called on Barb Staub to present the Volunteer of the Year award.  She presented that award to Sharon Williams from Davenport.  


Mark Richardson gave his President’s report.  He said the annual meeting weekend has gone quite well.  There have been a few bumps that have come up during the year, but everything has been handled quite well.  He also said that Seth Ketelsen has done a great job in keeping the Iowa Pepsi going during the year.  He went on to say there might be some changes in the offing with the vote on merging all local and state associations.  That vote will take place at the National convention later this week.  He thanked everyone for their involvement in youth bowling throughout the state.

Jolene’s association report is in the packet.  


Jolene gave the finance report.  A list of the current account balances, state tournament report, family doubles report and the current budget comparison to date are in the packet.  At the end of the bowling season which is July 31 all the books and reports are turned over to an outside audit/tax service for them to go over all the records.  Al Alsman made a motion to accept the finance report, seconded by Deb Maack.  Motion carried.


There was no correspondence but she asked the delegates to hold their applause until all the winners from the weekend had been presented.  Coach of the Year – Stacia Haro from Clinton.  Volunteer of the Year – Sharon Williams from Davenport.  Hall of Fame Award – Bowling Ability (boys) – Colin Dall from Council Bluffs, Bowling Ability (girls) – Katie Maher of Ottumwa, Local Association Leadership – Zach Underwood from Council Bluffs, State Association Leadership – Zane Pennock of Clinton.  Stacia Richardson Sportsmanship Award – Zach Underwood from Council Bluffs.  Participation awards were given to Greene Co., Adel, Keokuk & Clinton for Family Doubles.  Poweshiek Co., Lancer Lanes, and CRBC for State tournament.

Committee reports:  

Awards & Services – Barb Staub, Chairperson thanked the members of her committee.  She indicated that her committee decided that if a person was put in for both coach and volunteer of the year which award would take precedence.  The committee recommended the Coach of the year would be first and Volunteer of the year would be second.  A coach is not only a coach but a volunteer too.  The committee also wanted a line added to the bottom of the form to “please fill out the form with as much information as possible”.  Barb made a motion to accept these changes, seconded by Katie Maher.  Motion carried.

By – Laws – Jo Alsman, Chairperson thanks her committee and said that her committee did not have any business to conduct.  

Family Doubles – Larry Smith Chairperson had members of his committee stand.  He then went over the changes the committee had agreed upon.  There will be an increase in fees as follows:  local fees will go from $7.00 to $8.00 and the cost of district fees will go from $19.00 to $20.00.  This raise now should prevent another increase for several years.  Rule 9 – change highest Iowa Average to highest USBC average.  This was changed to keep the wording consistent with what the adult rules state and should help the border associations to determine what average to use for multiple state youth bowlers.  The Youth bowler information section on the front of the form will also need to be changed from Iowa to USBC.  Larry made a motion the family doubles form be approved as amended, seconded by Terry Gransow.  Motion carried.

There was a recess at 12:53 p.m.  Meeting went back in session at 1:12 p.m.

Hall of Fame – Andy Diercks, Chairperson recognized the members of his committee.  Changes to the form:  Date of Birth will be changed to just age as of August 1.  Add the mailing address to the state office to the bottom of the form.  There are a couple of cosmetic changes to the evaluation form which will make it easier to read, but nothing on the form itself.  After the committee meeting and the board meeting on Saturday evening all applicants will be required to received at least 65% of the total points voted on to win the award in any given category.  Andy made a motion to accept these changes, seconded by Barb Staub.  Motion carried.
Where can you get all the forms for all the awards given out?  On the website, at district family doubles and Pepsi, at state tournament and state Pepsi tournament.  

Pepsi Committee:  Seth Ketelsen, State Director had the members of his committee stand.  He gave his report for the Iowa Pepsi tournament this year.  In the past they gave the District winners who bowled at the state finals a $50.00 scholarship out of unassigned funds.  The committee decided to give $100 for next year since from the unassigned fund sitting in the SMART account.  Jolene asked if that was retroactive to the 2011 tournament.  He said that it would be for the upcoming season.  She then asked if that could be retroactive since this is what the former Pepsi director used to do.  Jo Alsman made a motion that the $100 scholarship would go back retroactive back to the 2011 district winners if they bowled in State Pepsi finals, seconded by Barb Staub.  Motion carried.

 In the past at the state finals each division bowled as a division.  It was decided in committee that they would have the tournament become more “family friendly” and have each of the shifts be a mix of 11 & under handicap boys and girls and other shifts be a mix of 12 & older handicap and boys and girls scratch division winners.  11 & under handicap boys and girls bowl 3 games, but the 12 & older handicap and scratch division bowl 6 games. At the Board meeting on Saturday night the committee decisions was changed to do the following:  We will keep the general shift times for 11 & under handicap boys & girls and 12 & older handicap boys & girls be general shifts, but the boys and girls scratch will bowl a shift strictly with themselves and have the awards ceremony following that shift.  All other awards will be sent out to the winners after the event is over.  Seth made a motion to accept the Pepsi report, Katie Maher seconded.  Motion carried.

Pepsi Audit Committee:  Cindi Tippett, Chairperson recognized her committee members.  She said that the books had been audited and found to be in order.  Cindi made a motion that the Pepsi audit be approved, seconded by Andrea Ard.  Motion carried.

Policies & Procedures:  Al Alsman had his committee members stand to be recognized.  He then told the delegates that all the changes they had come up with in the committee meeting were discussed at the board meeting and the board approved the Policies & Procedures as amended.  This requires no vote from the convention delegates.

State Tournament:  Bill Ketelsen, Chariperson had members of his committee stand up.  A date change is needed in Rule #14 to 2012.  Rule #20 has a date change to May 6.  Dates and shift times for the tournament to be held in Marshalltown have been secured.  Shift make-up will be determined prior to the tournament being certified with headquarters.  He noted the phone reservations will start on SATURDAY, January 28, 2012 instead of Friday as has been the case in the past years.  There being no other changes, Bill made a motion to accept the rules as amended, seconded by Cindi Tippett.  Motion carried.

Finance:  Jerry Robinson was elected chairperson in the committee.  He thanked the members of his committee.  He read through all the budget figures for the proposed budget 2011-12.  Jerry made a motion to accept the proposed budget figures as read, seconded by Cindi Tippett.  Motion carried.

Credentials:  Bill Ketelsen gave the report of delegates.  Officers – 4, Directors – 18, Adult delegates – 31, youth delegates – 28 for a total of 81 voting delegates. Votes needed for election will be 41.
Nominations:  Seth Ketelsen was elected chairperson in the committee.  He thanked the members of his committee.  

For 1st Vice President – Leroy Heatherington.  Seth made a motion to elect Leroy by acclimation, seconded by Al Alsman.  Motion carried.

For 3rd Vice President – Larry Smith.  Seth made a motion to elect Larry by acclimation, seconded by Katie Maher.  Motion carried.
For District Directors:  For District Directors:  District 1 – Deb Maack, District 2 – Peggy Sweet, District 3 – Pat Shannon, District 4 – Jane Hildreth, District 5 – Cindi Tippett, District 6 – Bill Ketelsen, District 7 – Terry Gransow, District 8 – Jo Alsman, District 9 – Kristy Morse, District 10 – Vicky Farrington-Howrey.  Seth made a motion that all these be elected by acclimation, seconded by Andrea Ard.  Motion carried.
For Director at Large:  Andy Diercks, Jayne Rake, Jerry Robinson, Hillary Svestka, Marie Tharp, Breanne Underwood.  Sharon Williams who had put papers in within the 24 hour limit was nominated by Sandra Bell-LePrevost, seconded by Kirk Bell.  Delegates were told to vote for no more than 3 people.  The result of the first vote was Andy Diercks received 67 votes and Jerry received 63 votes so those two have been elected.  No one else received the amount 50% plus 1 to be elected.

Credentials update:  Add 1 person to the total making it 82 voting delegates.

For the second ballot – everyone needed to vote for just 1 person.  No one received the number of votes needed which is now 43, so Jayne Rake was the low vote getter so she will drop off.

For the third ballot – everyone is needed to vote again for just 1 person.  No one received the number of votes needed which is still 43, so Hillary Svestka drops off.

For the 4th ballot – everyone needs to vote for just 1 person.  Breanne Underwood received the amount of votes needed of 43 so she will be the third at-large director.
For Youth Directors:  Quincy Bruce, Katie Maher, Allen Mumm, Kayla Rake, Andrew Smith.  Max Gransow made a motion to nominate Kevin Wesely from the floor since he had turned his paperwork in within the 24 hour time period, seconded by Katie Maher.  Everyone was told to vote for no more than 5 people on the ballot.  There was an election on the first ballot with Quincy Bruce (76 votes), Katie Maher (66), Allen Mumm (77), Andrew Smith (70), and Kevin Wesely (78) being elected.  
During the course of the ballots being counted, the following items were discussed.  

Old Business – none.  

New Business – Youth Leader advisor appointments for the upcoming year will be Al Alsman and Jolene Ketelsen.  Mark appointed Seth Ketelsen as the Iowa State Pepsi Director for the upcoming year (2011-2012).  

The 2013 tournament will be going to Council Bluffs since the other bidders paperwork was incomplete.  Lineage will be $8.50, no charge for shoes, and the Convention & Visitor’s Bureau will be putting in $2500 toward the tournament. 

Breanne Underwood who bowls for William Penn spoke to the group about college bowling.  She had other people in the room stand up and state where they would be bowling for the upcoming school year on the collegiate level.  She went through some of the practice schedules, road trips, etc. of what to expect if you are taking your game to that next level.

Iowa Bowling Council  - make sure if you are a senior in the 2011-12 season that you fill out a scholarship form for this scholarship.  They can be found on the Iowa Bowling Proprietor’s website, they are sent to the Association Managers of each association, and they are at the schools in the state. 
Ball raffle from Marshalltown – Matt Kemp from Burlington won the ball that was being raffled off by Totem Bowl in Marshalltown (the site of the 2012 tournament).  


There being no further business, Max Gransow made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mark wished everyone a safe travel home and the meeting was adjourned at 3:00 p.m.
